TRAVERSE WALL ACTIVITY:RESCUE A BEANIE

STUDENTS WORK AS A TEAM TO RESCUE STRANDED BEANIE
BABIES WHILE CLIMBING.
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MATERIALS NEEDED:

Beanie Babies, one per climbing wall panel

PRIOR TO ACTIVITY:

If you don’t have a supply of Beanie Babies, ask students to bring some from
home for this activity. Place Beanie Babies in a high location on the climbing
wall, one per panel. When placing the Beanie Babies on the panels, keep
the heights of your students in mind. You do not want climbers climbing
above the Red-Relief Line® during their rescue mission.

THE ACTIVITY:
Students will be working in pairs -- one climber, one spotter. They will be
climbing up and down on one climbing wall panel.

The climber’s task is to climb up to the Beanie Baby and transport it to a
lower hand hold. The climber then climbs down and changes roles with the
spotter, who then climbs up, moves the Beanie Baby to a lower hand hold
and climbs down. The partners continue to switch roles until the Beanie Baby
is lowered safely to the floor.

AFTER THE ACTIVITY:
Gather students together to discuss the rescue missions. What were the
challenges? What was the best part of the activity? If you were to do this

activity again, what would you do differently? Why2 What would you do the
same? Why?
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
